The attached Request for Proposal covers one Exclusive Use Helicopter and Fuel Servicing Vehicle based at Crow Agency, MT for 90 days.  These services are being acquired under Federal Acquisition Regulations, Subpart 12, Commercial Items and Part 15 Contracting by Negotiation for acquiring commercial items.  Your offer, if accepted, becomes a legally binding contract.  Several changes have been made in this solicitation; so please carefully review the entire solicitation prior to submitting your offer. 

The contract resulting from this solicitation will require you to provide helicopter flight services 14 hours a day for a 90 day period starting on or about June 15, 2012 through September 12, 2012 at Crow Agency, MT.  A relief pilot and driver are required on the primary pilot and driver’s days off.  A small office space is available for the use of the crew at the designated base.  

The primary mission of the helicopter is to quickly transport firefighters to new fire starts and provide water drops and logistical support to the firefighters. The aircraft is primarily available to respond to Bureau of Indian Affairs fires but on occasion you will work on other federal, state, county or local fires.  

Once accepted your prices remain in effect for the first year of the contract and for four subsequent years (90 day exclusive use periods) if the Government chooses to renew the contract for the option years.

The solicitation includes requirements that are relatively different or new from past DOI helicopter solicitations.  I would like to draw your attention to a couple of  the items below, but you will need to read the entire solicitation to see what changes have been made which from previous solicitations for this same type service at this location. 
You should carefully read the entire solicitation before submitting your offer.

· Section A identifies the Minimum Aircraft Requirements that must be met to be considered for award as well as Target Aircraft Requirements.  

· The Contractor shall make electronic payment invoice requests through a controlled Department of the Interior (DOI) electronic invoicing and reporting system.  An electronic report will be initiated by the Contractor documenting daily services provided as set forth by the contract, and when submitted for payment becomes the Contractor’s invoice. 
· Section D, 52.212-1, Instructions to Offerors, discusses what you should do to submit a proposal and 52.212-2, Evaluation, discusses how we will evaluate your proposal.  Prior to submission of your proposal, please check to see that you have included all the information requested.  Failure to include the information identified may adversely affect the evaluation of your proposal.
